2 - All electrical connections must be in accordance with
local codes, ordinances, or the National Electrical Code
If you are unfamiliar with methods of installing electrical
wiring,secure the services of a qualified licensed
electrician ;

3 These fixtures are intended for mounting to a standard
4"2%"deep metal oclagon J-box. The box
must be directly supported by the bullding structure
and UL recognized

4. Before commencing with the installation, disconnect
the power by turning off the circuit breaker or
by removing the fuse at the fuse box Turning the
power off using the light switchis not sufficient to
prevent electrical shock

(3) UNPACKING THE FIXTURE

On checking the contents of the box you will find,
& Mounting Hardware Package

& Glass Diffuser

& Fixture Assembly

(4) PREPARING THE FIXTURE
Refer to figure I for illustration of firture parts and assembly.

If you are replacing an existing fixture, disconnect and
remove Lhe old fixture. Expose the supply wiring from the
J-box.

. Atlach the supplied screws (3) to the crossbar (2) and fasten the

crossbar to the junclion box (1) with supplied screws (3).

. Attach the ground wire(4) from the fixture to the junction

box ground terminal or(to the box ground wire) secure both the
fixture ground wire (4) and the box ground wire directly with the
supplied wire connector (5). connect the fixture wires to the
appropriate electrical supply wires from the junction using the
supplied wire connectors (5). secure wire connectors (5) with UL
listed electrical tape. Tuck wires carefully into junction

. Insert nipple(8) into cenler hole of crossbar and adjust to
desired length.

. Fasten hex nut (7) to nipple until nipple no longer moves.

. Slide canopy (B) over nipple and place flal washer (12) onto nipple

Secure by placing decorative cap (9) on nipple and tightening

. Turn on electricily after assembling the bulbs, if the electricity
can work normally. ( make sure the bulbs can work )

. loosen nuts on clips (11) as shown in drawing Al place shade (10)
on canopy and tighten clips ,as shown in drawing A2.

. Restore electricity and check the operation of

your new lighting fixture.
