FIXTURE PREPARATION
1. Remove the fixture, parts and parts bag(s) from the carton.

FIXTURE INSTALLATION
1. Attach the mounting ring with wing to the junction box using
     mounting screws. (The green screw should face out).
     (See FIGURE-01)

2.  Fasten the ground wire to the green or bare copper wire  in the juntion box of
     the green screw on the mounting ring.

             3. Fasten the white fixture lead to the white wire in the outlet box.
      Fasten the wires together with an approved fastener (wire nut).

                 Starting about 1" below the fastener, tightly wrap the connection
                 with electrical tape so that the connections seals the end of the
                 fastener.

4. Connect the black fixture lead to the black wire
    in the junction box. Fasten the joined wires as in step 3.

7.  Reinstall the cover and secure with acorn nut (See Figure-03)

5. Attach the frame to the mounting ring with wing and secure
               it with flathead screws (See Figure-02)

6.  Install the lamp. (Type - B Lamp).
NOTICE: Remove the cover first when installing the lamp.
