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1.	 Carefully unpack the fixture from the carton. 

2.	 Locate canopy assembly.  Remove cap (C) and canopy 
cover plate (B) and set aside for later use.

3.	 Thread the wires in the electrical box through the hole in 
the canopy (A) while moving the canopy into position. 
Using two machine screws (not provided) fasten canopy 
to the electric box.  
Note: Position the canopy so that the grippers are in line with the 
desired direction of your fixture.  
Note: A new electric box comes with screws. When replacing a 
fixture, retain the existing screws for use with the new fixture.

4.	 Lift canopy cover plate (B) up to the bottom of canopy (A) 
allowing the threaded nipple (D) to come through the hole 
in the center of the canopy cover plate.

5.	 Screw the cap (C) onto the threaded nipple (D) to hold 
the canopy cover plate (B) to the bottom of the canopy 
(A).  Adjust the height of the threaded nipple until the cap 
tightens fully with the canopy cover plate tight to the bot-
tom of the canopy.

6.	 Remove cap (C) and canopy cover plate (B) from thread-
ed nipple (D). Tighten lock nut (E) to inside of canopy (A). 
This will lock the height of the threaded nipple (D) 

7.	 Attach a pigtail lead to the canopy (A) using the provided 
ground screw (F) and cupped washer (G) found in kit bag.

8.	 Using suitable wire connectors (not provided) connect 
driver wires to supply wires (white to white and black to 
black). Holding canopy cover plate (B) close to canopy 
(A), connect all ground wires (bare copper or green to 
bare copper or green) together. 
 

9.	 Raise canopy cover plate (B) to the bottom of canopy (A) 
and secure with cap (C), being sure no wires are pinched 
between canopy and the canopy cover plate. 

CAUTION: MAKE SURE WIRE CONNECTORS ARE TWISTED 
ON SECURELY, AND NO BARE WIRES ARE EXPOSED.
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To Install Fixture (Figure 2)

1.	 Locate the positive (+) label on top of the fixture (H).

2.	 Align the positive (+) sticker on the fixture (H) with the positive (+) sticker on the gripper (J).

3.	 Push the support/supply cable (I) from the positive (+) side of the fixture (H) into the positive (+) gripper (J).  Push the 
cable in far enough so that it exits the side of the gripper.

4.	 Repeat step 3 for the remaining supply/support cable (I) and gripper (J).

5.	 Adjust fixture (H) to desired height by pressing in the plunger on the gripper and pushing/pulling the supply/support 
cables (I) as necessary.

6.	 Once the fixture (H) is at the desired height cut the supply/support cables (I) as close to the notch in the gripper (J) as 
possible. 
 
 
 

7.	 Follow instructions on the following page to install glass.

CAUTION: BE SURE NO PIECE OF THE SUPPORT CABLE IS TOUCHING THE FIXTURE.
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To Install Glass (Figures 3 - 6)
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(Figure 3, View from Above)
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1.	 Locate glass (K) and use Figure 3 to determine starting orientation for glass installation.

2.	 Figure 3 shows the fixture (H) and glass (K) from above.  Orient glass as shown and place Point 1 in the location 
shown in Figure 3.  Glass should be above both slots but below the LED housing as shown in Figure 4.

3.	 Tilt glass (K) so that Point 1 is pointing toward the floor and position glass so that it lines up with both Slots 1 & 2 from 
Figure 3, and Slot 3 from Figure 5.

4.	 Rotate glass (K) keeping it aligned with all three slots until 
Point 1 is sitting in Slot 1 and Point 2 is sitting in Slot 2 (Figure 6).  
Note: When glass is positioned properly it will feel secure even  
before tightening thumb screw.

5.	 Tighten thumb screw (L) against glass (K).

6.	 Restore electricity at main breaker.
