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1.	 Carefully unpack the fixture (A) from the carton.

2.	 Using two machine screws (not provided) attach cross-
bar (E) to the electric box. 
 
Note: A new electric box comes with screws. When 
replacing a fixture, retain the screws for use with the new 
fixture.

3.	 Thread the nipple (C) into the crossbar (E) and secure 
with lock nut (D). Adjust the nipple to proper length to 
ensure the fixture will fit snugly to the wall.

4.	 Attach a pigtail lead to the ground screw (F) on the 
crossbar (E).

5.	 Using suitable wire connectors (not provided), connect 
the fixture wires to the supply wires, (white to white, 
black to black).  Connect all ground wires together. 
 
 
 
 

6.	 Apply a generous bead of a suitable caulking material to 
caulking lip (G) on the fixture (Figure 2).

7.	 Carefully tuck all wires behind the fixture.  Place fixture 
(A) over threaded nipple (C) and tighten firmly to mount-
ing surface using cap (B).

To Install Glass (Figure 3 )

(Figure 3)
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1.	 Unpack both inner and outer glass (J & L) and locate o-
rings (K) found in kit bag. 

2.	 Stretch o-rings (K) over one end of inner glass (J).  Posi-
tion just slightly above bottom of glass (see figure 3). 

3.	 Install bulb (not included) into socket (H).

4.	 Place inner glass (J) over the bulb.

5.	 Slide inner glass (J) with o-ring into cup (I) until it hits 
bottom of cup.    
Note: Be sure o-rings slide into cup.  It may be neces-
sary to rotate glass or push on o-ring to 
allow them to slide into cup evenly. 

6.	 Slide outer glass (L) over inner glass (J) until it rests on 
fixture (A). 
 
Note: Outer glass (L) needs to slide over brace (M) and 
inside holder (N).  Brace (M) will apply pressure on the 
glass to hold secure against fixture.

7.	 Restore electricity at main breaker.
