LIGHTING YOUR LANTERN

Turn valve (A) to off position before turning on gas supply to lantern.
See diagram 2.

Open door and allow to completely air out.

With lighter/flame above the burner tip (B), press in and turn valve (A)
counter-clockwise approximately 30 degrees until flame appears. See
diagram 3.

Adjust flame to desired height.

Note: Do not operate fixture with gas valve fully open or flame height
greater than 3".

MAINTENANCE: CHECK BEFORE EVERY USE

1.

Keep appliance area clear and free from combustible materials,
gasoline and other flammable vapors and liquids.

Check burner area to ensure flow of gas or combustion is never
obstructed.

Always ensure proper ventilation before use.
