FIXTURE INSTALLATION
1. Attach the mounting plate to the outlet box. (The green screw should face
   against the wall). Adjust the threaded stud so they extend 3/16'' beyond the backplate.

2. Fasten the white fixture lead to the white wire in the outlet box.
   Fasten the wires together with an approved fastener (wire nut). Starting about
   1" below the fastener, tightly wrap the connection with electrical tape so that the
   connections seals the end of the fastener.
