1. Attach the mounting ring to the outlet box. MY

(The green screw should face against the wall). MOUNTING WING

2. Thread the headless bolt into the mounting plate.

Adjust the studs so they extend ¥¢" beyond
the back plate of the fixture.

3. Cut off the excess ground and fixture wire 6" beyond the canopy. WALL
