Caution: Be sure power is off at the main breaker box prior to 

installation. 

1. Carefully unpack the fixture from the carton. 

2. Using two machine screws (not provided), fasten the crossbar (G) to the 

electric box making sure that fixture mounting holes are level. 
Note:  A new electric box comes with screws. When replacing a fixture, 
retain the existing screws for use with the new fixture. 

3. Thread studs (H) into the appropriate holes in the crossbar (G). Adjust the 

studs to proper length to ensure the fixture will fit snugly to the wall. 

4. Hold the fixture assembly close to the wall and using suitable wire 

connectors, not provided, connect fixture wires to supply (white to white 

or ribbed and black to black or smooth). Run a pigtail lead from crossbar 

ground screw (F) to the junction box and connect all ground wires (bare 

copper or green to bare copper or green). Caution:  Make sure wire 

connectors are twisted on securely, and no bare wire is exposed. 

5. Slide fixture assembly over threaded studs (H) and push firmly to wall, making 

sure that no wires are pinched between fixture back and wall.  Fasten with knurled balls (I).  Be sure threaded 

studs (H) are fully seated in the knurled balls (I). 

6. Install light bulbs (not included) 

7. Install one binding screw (K) onto one end of each support rods (D). 

8. Slide support rods (D) into holes in glass (E) threading the other binding screws (K) to the rods. 

9. Lower glass (E) into fixture and engage support rods (D) with notches in fixture bracket (C). 

10. Secure glass by inserting thumb screw (J) into threaded hole in bottom bracket of fixture. 

11. Install decorative cage (B) over glass (E) and secure by inserting thumb screw (A) through hole in top of 

decorative cage and into threaded hole in top bracket of fixture (C).  

12. Restore electricity at main breaker.
