ASSEMBLING THE FIXTURE (Fig. 1) Fig.1
1. Shut off the power at the fuse box or circuit breaker. If necessary,
remove the old fixture including the mounting hardware.
2. Carefully remove the new fixture from the carton and check that all
parts are included as shown in the illustration.
3. Attach fixture loop (A) by screwing in to nipple (B) on the fixture body.
4. Thread crystal plate (D), steel sleeve (E) and fabric shade (F) into
socket (C), then secure with socket collar (G)
MOUNTING THE FIXTURE (Fig. 2)
5. Secure the nipple into the ceiling loop until snug.
6. Secure the other end of the nipple with the ceiling loop attached to
the crossbar until snug.
7. Place the lock washer and hex nut over the end of the nipple
protruding through the crossbar. Then thread the hex nut until tight.
8. Take the crossbar assembly and mount it to the ceiling outlet box
with the mounting screws (Size: #8-32N*L0.5”). The side of the
crossbar marked “GND” must face out
9. Attach the quick link to the fixture loop. Quick link must be completely
closed when installed.

13. At this point, connect the electrical wire as shown in figure 3, making Chain (End link)
sure that all wire connectors are secured. If your outlet has a ground
wire (green or bare copper), connect the fixture’s ground wire to it. Chain (End link)
Otherwise, connect the fixture’s ground wire directly to the crossbar . .

14. Tuck these wire connections neatly into the ceiling outlet box, and Fixture Loop
