1. Shut off power at the fuse box or circuit breaker box and remove the old Set#A-010 ‘
fixture including the mounting hardware. - Crossbar | Fig. 4
2. Carefully unpack your new fixture and lay out all the parts in a clean area. - Ground Screw ‘

3. The arms have been placed to lay flat for shipping. Adjust arms to proper |
position.

4. Thread fixture loop (l) onto all thread (J) of upper assembly (K).
5. Secure stems (M) to all thread (O) of socket assembly (S). Then thread GP7358-1716

upper assembly (K) to stem (M).
6. Carefully place the bolts (N) through holes on top of frame assembly (R).
Then tighten with plastic washers and finials (Q).
